The public works team is 

continuing our water flushing program to remove residue from the inside of the 

water system.         

 As our city enters 2014, an upcoming issue will be how the state legisla-

ture deals with allowing local control of medical marijuana producers and dispen-

saries.  Debate in Salem is occurring now over a bill which will allow for munici-

palities to restrict such activities.  The planning commission and city council have 

begun discussions as to how this issue may affect our town.  There is the possi-

bility that the general election in November will put to the voters the legalization of 

recreational marijuana, as our neighbors in Washington have done.  Please come 

to the meetings and participate in these discussions.

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The Aurora Fire District Spot 

As winter weather and cold temperatures continue, wood and pellet stoves may be fired up 
inside the home. 
 

 Have a QUALIFIED professional install stoves, chimney connectors, and chimneys. 

 Stoves should have the LABEL of an independent testing laboratory. 

 In wood stoves, burn only DRY, seasoned wood. In pellet stoves, burn only DRY, sea-

soned pellets. 

 Have your stove and chimney INSPECTED and cleaned by a certified company annually. 

 CLEAN the inside of your stove periodically. 

 Allow ashes to COOL before disposing of them.  Place ashes in a covered METAL con-

tainer. 

 Keep the ash container at least 10 feet away from your home. 

 Keep a CLOSE EYE on children when operating wood or pellet stoves. 

 Stoves need SPACE.  Keep anything that can burn at least 3 feet away from the stove. 

 INSTALL and maintain carbon monoxide alarms outside each sleeping area and each 

level of your home.
